Environmental Policy

Commitment

1. Wenvoe Wildlife Group recognises that its activities have environmental impact and is committed to reducing harmful effects on the environment and promoting understanding of sustainability.  WWG aims to encourage awareness of the importance of protecting the environment and exercising good practice in tasks undertaken.
Implementation

(a) Recycling.  Recyclable products are sorted when litter is removed and placed in recycling bins.

(b) Purchasing.  Equipment is purchased from sustainable sources and suppliers wherever possible.  Tool share operates with the Village Environment Group.  Donations of equipment are accepted.  Equipment, e.g. nesting boxes, are handmade by members.

(c) Transport.  Volunteers are encouraged to walk to the sites when doing conservation work.

(d) Hygiene.  Dog waste bags and bin are provided at the Orchid Field site.

2. (e) Awareness raising.  Volunteers and visiting Groups are informed of the importance of conservation. 









(f) No chemicals including pesticides or herbicides should be used on land being maintained by the group unless specifically requested by the landowner or the law (e.g. Treatment of Japanese Knotweed) and this should only be applied whilst conforming with health and safety requirements. In all other cases where treatment is necessary, initial use should be made of natural products such as nettle-based wash. (g) The primary driver behind any initiative should be to benefit local and native wildlife. Where there is a conflict of interest between which wildlife is being supported (e.g. raptors versus songbirds) this should be discussed initially by the committee and, where this cannot be resolved, at the AGM.
Monitoring and Review

3. The Executive Committee shall review the policy on an annual basis.
