Health and Safety Policy

Statement of Intent

1. Wenvoe Wildlife Group aims to ensure that all members, and where applicable members of the public, taking part in the activities of the Group do so safely.

Objectives

2. WWG will liaise with site owners and external agencies where necessary to determine good practice in health and safety issues.

Implementation

(a)  Risk assessments to be carried out for specific activities. Where generic risk assessments or the landowner’s risk assessments are not considered sufficient for any activity being carried out by members a committee member or the relevant project officer should be required to carry out an assessment for the activity in question.
(b) General site-specific assessments to be published on site noticeboards where these exist

(c) Warning of any hazards to be issued at the commencement of conservation work or wildlife walks by the team or walks leader

(d) Wherever practicable, a qualified First Aider will be present during Group activities

(e) WWG will seek confirmation from visiting Groups that the necessary level of First Aid support is provided by the parent organisation

3. (f) Training will be given on power equipment e.g. saws, strimmers, brush-cutters and  use of such equipment restricted to those with the required training 



 (g) New members will be requested to familiarise themselves with the Group policies and to follow the safety procedures in all circumstances. As volunteers, all members can choose whether to carry out conservation activities and may use the Complaints procedure if they feel they have been requested to carry out any unsafe practices
Insurance

4. Public Liability insurance has been arranged by WWG.

Monitoring and Review

5. The Executive Committee will review the policy on an annual basis.

Complaints ProcedureThe first line of complaint will normally be an informal chat with the Secretary.  Unresolved concerns shall be submitted in writing to the Executive Committee and the outcome communicated to the claimant in writing.
